Its
N-terminus is found towards the center of the
synaptonemal complex while the C-terminus
extends well into the lateral domain of the
synaptonemal complex (By similarity). Only rarely
detected at centromeres during leptotene and
zygotene. Detected at centromeres during
mid-diplotene, when it is no longer present along
chromosome arms. No longer detected at
centromeres at later stages of meiosis (By
similarity). .

The antibody was affinity-purified from rabbit
antiserum by affinity-chromatography using
epitope-specificimmunogen.
